Inputs

User registration requires only a username and password. Input fields for the username and password are as follows:

“Standard Punctuation” is defined the following characters:

Processing

The username and password are verified according to the character requirements above.

In addition:

1. The username must be in the format of an email address.

a) It must contain exactly one @ symbol.

b) It must contain at least one character that is not the @ symbol, followed by the @ symbol, followed by at least one other character that is not the @ symbol.

2. The password must contain at least one letter and one number.

Outputs

If the fields comply with these requirements, the user is presented with a success message and is taken to the management page.

If the fields do not comply with these requirements, the field that does not comply with the requirements is highlighted in red, and the page is refreshed with the following error message at the top: “You have entered an invalid character. Please try again.”
